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How to use this resource:


WHEN?



The sentences are intended for use at the beginning of a lesson when students are entering the classroom or at the end of class for the last few minutes. 

Some activities later on suggest to have students try to search or find. That is a decision you can make based on time and student comfort with the strategies.

WHAT do the colors mean?


Green  
these are the “big ideas” or topics, they are general but can be used as 

keywords

Yellow  
these are categories under the “big idea” or topic
Red 
these are the details or specific ideas (they relate to the categories and 

topics)

Example: School – Computer Lab – Mouse, Monitor, Keyboard

The colors are used in Summits and with students.

HOW?



· Project the sentence on the screen 
· Have students tell you the “important words” or keywords in this sentence and the words that are not important.

· Why they are important or not? Do they tell you key information? Which words are details?

· Use your tools on the toolbar in Word to change the color or highlight the words chosen. Please use the colors for consistency.

· I just highlighted suggested keywords, however if a student can generate a good explanation, then that is fine.
You may print copies of the sentences and pass-out on little strips for students to write on

· Sometimes you may have a sentence with a little information. Sometimes you need to ask questions to get more information – the 5 W’s (who, what, when, where, why)

Teaching Points

· Review Keyword – an important word(s) in text or a title that relate to a topic

· Sometimes we can find keywords with just a little bit of information (like in a sentence) – we might want to know about the rides at Silverwood, directions, how long it will take to get there, these ideas will all use different keywords. A quick way to come up with questions is to use the 5 W’s (who, what, when, where, why)
· Have kids just find the important words.

· Ask them is “in”, “my” or “to” an important word?

· Ask them what words are not important words in this question?

· Ask them is “all”, “the” or “with” an important word?

· We can use Keywords in searching on the internet; if there is time go to www.google.com and have them plug in the keywords (or teacher can demo on the overhead if limited time)

· Ask them if there are any “phrases” or the name of something in this sentence? That can have quotation marks around it when searching.
· If you have time – teacher model putting in Cody into a search engine or Disney. See what happens. Then show with phrases and quotation marks.

· Why – I like baseball. I think the Mariners might go to the World Series.

· Where – where is the next game happening – home or away? Where was Ichiro born?
